One line will inestalled from the Franklin County
Courthouse on High Street to 11th Street near @3ldineering design will begin in
2008 and construction will begin in 2010 with coetn being in 2012.

One of the first things people notice when they
come to visit my home is the litter all over the
neighborhood.  This immediately tells people
driving though, stopping to visit, shopping for
homes, et cetera that the people here simply don't
care about Olde Towne East. While this isn't true,
first impressions are hard to overcome. Don't get
me wrong, I'm guilty of trying to ignore the litter
myself. It gets frustrating very quickly to
continually pick up after other people- but it's what
we must do.

Representatives from Sav-A-Lot stores and Jon Beard of The Columbus Compact
Corporation came to discuss the arrival of a Sav-A-Lot store at the former Salvation
Army location at 1179 East Main Street.

Todd Fitz, Sav-A-Lot manager, and his administrative assistant Sue Body emphasized
their interest in providing a good quality grocery store and service to the community.
Issues for the neighborhood were discussed. These included the potential for loitering,
Shopping carts “walking away” from the store’s location, murals on the building, and the
need for a “Good Neighbor” agreement.

Mr. Beard presented blueprints which indicated landscaped islands within — and fencing
around — the parking lot. He assured the attendees of the Blockwatch’s March meeting
that brick pillars and many windows will be included in the store’s renovation.

The meeting had an upbeat feeling due to the fact that a grocery within the Olde Towne
East community has long been needed. Numerous questions from the meeting focused
on the community’s need and desire for a quality project.

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Summer Youth Curfew

Following his State of the City speech, Mayor Michael B. Colensled together a
group of stakeholders to discuss a community educationretarding the City's 2008
Summer Curfew Initiative.

"While the City will step up and provide stronger curfew ecément, | consider this
issue a call to action to all parents, faith leaders and Ib@igbod leaders to help us keep
children safe at night,"” said Mayor Coleman. "Parents keegh a close watch over their
kids to ensure they are home at night. Nothing good happken kids are on the streets at
2:00a.m., and we need to do more to keep kids outrof'tavay and out of trouble.”

The Columbus City Council Safety Committee will help fund tregpam, which will
cost approximately $75,000 through City Council's Sdfatiative Fund. The City will
work with partner agencies to connect families in need ofcger to local agencies.

"l am pleased to support this important initiative, which will Hedpp our youth and
communities safe," said Councilmember Andrew J. Ginthleajr@f the Public Safety
Committee. "By partnering with community leaders, parentsgaiagidians to make sure our
children are not endangered, we send a strong messageetivill not wonder where our
children are at night, we will work to return them safely havhere they belong."

The curfew program will run during summer months startimgune 5th. Police Officers
who find a minor out after the midnight curfew will take thenth® YMCA of Central Ohio
until their parent or guardian can pick them up. During thé&énpeocess and when the
parents arrive, the YMCA staff will work with the family to hedfentify and resolve any
issues that may be present.

"The YMCA of Central Ohio is pleased to be a partneréaréew program that will allow
us to expand on existing initiatives," said YMCA CEO JohrkRBigz. "We believe that we
have put a program together that will function as early inteiwe, but will also provide a
safe and supervised environment for youth that will be Brotegour downtown location.”

Each minor who violates curfew and their parent/guardiarbeitlequired to attend a
curfew workshop held by the Safe and Drug Free Sch@atsortium, who also assists with
the City's Truancy Program. The workshop will be heldewieekly throughout the
summer and cover topics such as risky behavior, cudkwhol, and tobacco and drug use.
Youth picked up more than once will face the possibilityafimunity service and even a
misdemeanor. Parents of a child picked up three timesmaharged with parental neglect.

Columbus's curfew law requires minors under age 13 tiflibe streets an hour after
sunset to 4:30 a.m. and minors age 13-17 to be offtthets from Midnight to 4:30 a.m.
Until now, the law had been difficult to enforce becauseetiwvas nowhere for Officers to
take the youth.

Deputy Police Chief John Rockwell said, "With no facility &ffto detain violators
coupled with gaps in the current law, violations have not beleressed to any significant
degree. With the tools the Mayor is offering, officers will &alve ability to take violators
off the street, protecting not only the general public bugdhoveniles from violence."

Community education will be led by Community Liaison Officepsitinuing their efforts
to educate the citizens by handing out copies of the lawsoth truancy and curfew.

Mayor Coleman is also asking the faith community to stepdmhand address this issue
from the pulpit.
